BLACK MOUNTAIN RANCH

TREE REMOVAL REQUEST FORM AND AGREEMENT
The State of Washington only allows the falling of sick, diseased or dying trees that also have a target (are endangering people or buildings).  Live trees must meet the requirements listed under Section A.  

BMR is a Registered Forest Stewardship Landowner/member and tries to maintain the existing quality of forest. Sunlight, fir cones, berries or needles falling, view improvement or parking space, etc., are not reasons for falling live timber on the Ranch.
THE NATURE OF YOUR REQUEST:   
(  (A)     To provide clearance as absolutely needed for shed, porch or trailer only.

(Cost of removal must be paid by member making request) The Ranch has the right to deny the cutting of live healthy trees if it is deemed unnecessary.
(  (B)    To remove dead and/or hazardous tree(s) under the supervision and at the discretion of the Ranch Manager or his designate. There is no cost to the individual member if the dead/hazardous trees do need to be removed.
PROCEDURE AND POLICY: 
The Ranch will inspect the campsite and determine whether the request is valid.  

If BOX A is checked, staff will remove approved trees when time and other conditions allow. Tree removal for new R.V. clearances must allow a minimum of 30 days.  
If BOX B is checked, applicant should note that the tree(s) will be removed as time allows. The requests are prioritized according to the date requested and the element of hazard as evidenced by the tree(s) in question.  During high season (May–October), three factors may prohibit safe tree removal: 
1) Ranch staff is too busy and, 
2) There are too many people present on the Ranch, 
3) A County burn ban prohibiting chainsaw usage.  
The program of removing non-hazardous trees will be between November and March, as time and weather permits.

COST:  The cost of tree removal as authorized and approved (BOX A) shall be paid for by the member. The charge shall be based on the amount of time required to complete the operation, with the minimum charge to be $50.00 U.S. per tree.  If heavy equipment is required to assist in the removal, this additional cost will also be the responsibility of the member.  The cost will be billed on the member’s quarterly statement.  Falling trees is often done with outside contractors who bill only the ranch. 
There is no cost to the Member directly for removal of dead or hazardous trees. The status of hazardous tree is to be determined at the discretion of the Ranch management.

1. This agreement form applies to ALL trees, regardless of size.

2. The Ranch reserves the right to use the tree for firewood or lumber sales if it is suitable.

Average cost: With heavy equipment:  $50.00 per hour. (Depending on the situation)
CLEAN UP: The member shall be responsible for the cost of cleaning up all branches left after the clearance tree is felled and removed from the site, a clean up fee is to be paid (included in the bid for the tree removal cost). All logs from the cutting shall be removed by the staff for Ranch use.  The removal of stumps is the responsibility of the member. 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BMR Rules Pertaining to Trees

SIGNS
12.1 “For Sale” signs on member’s campsites are limited to one (1) only, size not to exceed 10” x 12”. Signs must be ten (10) feet back from the road allowance and may be in the trailer windows or on driven stakes, but not on live trees.

· The placement of patios must not impede the growth of trees.

5.    ELECTRICAL

5.1 Electrical flood lights, spotlights or any other glaring lights are not allowed.  Outdoor lights installed to detect movement are limited to a 75-watt bulb and a 2-minute shut off delay. Outdoor lights should be shaded so that they will not be a source of annoyance to your neighbors. Decorative outdoor lights must use a non-impact environmentally safe hanging device if hung on trees. 
6.    BARBECUE OR FIREPLACES

Construction of one fireplace or barbecue per campsite will be permitted. These must be located above ground on either stepping stones or a concrete slab. Such slab must be maximum 4” thickness, five feet by five feet square and positioned to provide as much clearance as possible from nearest trees or branches.
8.         TREES
8.1 Deadfall must not be gathered as firewood on Ranch property, and must not be removed from THE RANCH. Any removal of trees must be requested through THE RANCH office in accordance with Ranch Policy. 

8.1.2 No damage to, destroying of or cutting of trees in greenbelt.
8.2 Members are not permitted to cause willful damage to or cut any trees over 4-inch diameter at or below 24 inches above ground level.  Members who cut any such trees or log from either their campsite or the greenbelt, without prior written authority, will be assessed $500.00 per tree.
 

8.3 No nails, wire, string, cord or screws shall be embedded in trees. The only acceptable attachments to trees will be by bungee like cord which the Member shall loosen on a regular basis as the tree grows.
