Transfer Process

The selling of your Membership can be an emotional, busy and confusing time. The Office has published this information sheet to help you understand and follow the process as set out in the BMR Rules. The process of releasing your interest as a Member of the Black Mountain Ranch Association to the purchaser of your Membership must be documented legally. 

1.
Request an Architectural Check for Transfer of your membership site.

a. The Office will notify you of any changes that need to be done to bring your site into ACC compliance prior to booking the transfer.

b. Once you have done the work needed, request a recheck.

2. 
When the Architectural Check is approved you may schedule a    transfer appointment. Both you and the buyer will need to come to this appointment. Ask the Office staff about appointment times. The appointment must be at a time that both you and the buyers can be present.

3.
Bring to your transfer appointment your membership certificate, gate cards, golf tags, and trailer Title of Ownership if applicable.

4.
Be prepared to pay any dues and power due at your transfer appointment. Please be aware that quarterly dues are paid in advance, so you may have paid for a month or two that the buyer will use. Any refunds or allowances regarding this matter will be made between you and the buyer. Be sure to let your buyer know that they may be required to pay a quarter worth of dues as well as the $100 transfer fee, payable in US funds at the transfer appointment. Check with the office prior to your transfer date for specific amounts.

Please be aware that the transfer process is done per BMR bylaws, rules and regulations and the paperwork to be processed are legal binding documents. This process must be followed properly for your own best interest.
